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Theology of Marriage
This month’s Book Club selection will be Theology of Marriage, with Ukrainian and Russian
editions.

One doesn't have to look far to see how our world has strayed from God's beautiful plan of

marriage. A God-honoring marriage, however, is a testimony to the world of God's
goodness.

The book provides a basic, biblically based anthropology. It explains the view that man is
created in God's image and that, as a couple, the male and female share blessings and
responsibilities. It achieves this by discussing such topics as critical issues of authority in
relationships, gender identity, sacrificial care, and divorce.

LATM partner Sergei Golovin wrote this regarding the need for this book: “A work has
evolved from a marriage enrichment ministry to a comprehensive training program for
marriage counselors. This book will serve as the foundational text for the Theology of

Marriage course. It will also equip churches and ministries to families to teach and preach
about vital relationships between husbands and wives and with God.”
