Clients who attend APC’s Baby Boot Camp series receive a free car seat upon l TN
completion of the course. Prior to receiving the car seat, though, the clients Il
are taught car seat safety. This is made possible through a partnership with
the Stark County Health Department. Logan Valentine, Child Injury Prevention
Coordinator, presents car seat safety information in a fun, interactive trivia
game where clients compete for points. Here is what Logan has to say about
