Besides “family
time,” they also are instrumental in leading WMACC: planning and implementing weekly
worship, Bible teaching and preaching, mid-week activities, and supervising the building
and grounds.

The WMACC staff is encouraged with the state of the Rez church. They are seeing much
spiritual growth! This growth has resulted in Apache (both men and women!) people
assuming responsibility for various church responsibilities — worship leading, meal prep for
church functions, Sunday School teaching and other activities for children, and building
maintenance. However, despite their growth and commitment to the church, the church
members still need and depend on the ministry efforts of Pete and Kim and the other
ministers associated with WMACC.

Therefore, Thy Will Ministries is looking to expand its personnel! We are searching for
people who feel called to missionary work, are passionate about serving God, and have
hearts for the Apache people. Kim and Pete would like to work alongside and train new



missionaries. This would lighten their load yet continue the discipleship that is succeeding
on the Rez.
